
SWAMI MUNI NARAYANA PRASAD

 Swami Muni Narayana Prasad is the Head and Guru of Narayana Gurukula 
Foundation. 

2. Born on 9  December 1938, Swami Muni Narayana Prasad was a civil engineer by th

profession. His inclination towards spiritual/philosophical matters culminated in his 
resignation from PWD of the state of Kerala in 1968. After resignation, he joined 
Narayana Gurukulas as inmate. Narayana Gurukula was founded on 8  June, 1923 by th

Shri P. Natarajan, who later became Nataraja Guru. He was a direct disciple of Guru 
Narayana and founded Narayana Gurukula with the blessings of his Guru. It is a guru-
disciple foundation according to Indian (Hindu) tradition with its headquarters at 
Varkala, Kerala. In addition to the 15 centers of Kerala, Narayana Gurukula has centers 
in Ooty and Bangalore, also in Singapore, USA and Fiji. He became the Head and Guru 
in 1999. He has travelled widely in India and abroad teaching Indian philosophy and 
was in charge of Gita Ashram, Fiji, during 1989-91. 
3. Swami Muni Narayana Prasad has authored 130 books, out of which 100 are in 
Malayalam and 30 in English. His books are also translated into Hindi and one in 
Assamese too. His works reveal the dynamic nature of Indian thought. His works can be 
roughly classified into three groups viz. Commentaries on Upanishads and Bhagavad 
Gita, works related to Narayana Guru and works on general philosophical issues 
including popular articles. 

 4. Swami Muni Narayana Prasad wrote commentaries for Aitareya, lsavasya, Kena,  
Prasna, Mandukya, Taittiriya, Svetasvatara and Chandogya Upanishads in Malayalam  
and English. 'Life's Pilgrimage Through Gita' is his English commentary on Bhagavad  
Gita. National Book Trust of India published the book "Narayana Guru: Complete Works". 
His other works are commentaries on Vedanta Sutra, Darsanamala of Narayana Guru,  
'The Philosophy of Narayana Guru', 'Basic Lessons on India's Wisdom', 'Pure Philosophy 
Simplified for Youth', 'Vedanta Up to Narayana Guru', 'Karma and Reincarnation' etc. 
'Christ The Guru' interprets the Gospels of Bible through a vedantic perspective and the 
Malayalam book 'Allahuvinte Namathil' interprets the one hundred names of Allah, given in 
Quran, through the same angle. Its English version is 'In the Name of Allah'.

5. Swami Muni Narayana Prasad is the recipient of two awards of Kerala Sahitya 
Academy. The 'Best Translation Award' of 2015 was given to him for the translation of a 
commentary on Sankaracharya's oundaryalahari from English to Malayalam. He was S  
also awarded the 'best autobiography award' of 2018 for his autobiography, 
Atmayanam. He also received ten other awards instituted by different organizations.
